First held in 1988, and hosted today by The Food Circle, the Eat Local & Organic Expo is our region’s
official kickoff to farmers market season. Each spring, it brings together over 1,500 shoppers and 30+ local
farmers and business members of the KC Food Circle. The event helps local farm and food businesses
expand their customer base and gives them a valuable financial boost heading into the growing season.
Designed to spark meaningful relationships, increase access to fresh, local food, and celebrate the people
who nourish our region, the Expo has become a beloved annual tradition.
